Bus News/Spring Game Info

We are in the process of finalizing the necessary 
arrangements for all 7 of our home games for the 
upcoming football season.  Due to the lower gas prices of 
March and reduced travel based on the economy, we have 
been able to maintain the same rates with the same bus 
company as last year.  The cost per game for a season 
bus seat will be $30 per seat (7 X $30 = $210).  Seats for 
individual games will once again be $36 per seat/per 
game with a required club membership.  We have 
negotiated with the Baptist Medical Center to maintain 
our traditional staging area as in the past.  The club will 
start collecting payment for season riders (club 
membership required) from July 1st through July 31st.     
Beginning August 1st, payment will be taken on a first 
come, first serve basis for the remaining bus seats at 
$36.00 per game. No season bus seats will be sold after 
July 31st. Any questions contact J. Cook at 
jcookkbee2@aol.com or cell phone 904-403-1432.
